Note, to chat with a rep from Anubis, they use the “Telegram” chat app installed on both phone and my MSI computer. Go to their website and initiate a chat (they insist on using the secure Telegram app).

IPTV Smarters Pro App Installation Instructions

A) Installing the Downloader App for Android devices or those running Google TV ONLY (like our Sony Bravia TV)
i) Go to Google Play store and install “Downloader” (by ATV News) onto the Android box or tv that uses Google TV (such as Sony Bravia tv). (Note, this step is not necessary on LG TV as LG uses its own app store which allows IPTV Smarters App (just proceed to step C.) Google play, which all android systems use to install apps does has banned IPTV Smarters Pro from the app store and the android devices will not download apps from anywhere but the Play store. This Downloader app allows the download of apps from other sources than the Google Play store (in this case the smarters pro web page).
ii) Click “Settings” cog on Sony TV remote. In settings go to “System” than in system to “About” and scroll all the way down to the rectangle that says “Android TV OS Build”. Click on these 7 or eight times until a message comes up that says something like “You are now a developer”. This step allows the setting we need to change to appear in the Sony menu we get to in the next step.
iii) On Sony Bravia TV go to Settings > Privacy > Security and Restrictions and allow unknown sources. Your TV/android device is now “jail broken” and can install apps from “unknown sources”

B) Installing the Smarters Pro App Using the Downloader app For Android devices or those running Google TV ONLY ….
i) Open the “Downloader” app we installed and set up in step A. Go to the Downloader app “Home” menu item in the left-hand side.
ii) On that home screen there is a place to put a URL from which you will be downloading the IPTV smarters app. Type in this URL into the form: https://www.iptvsmarters.com/ . This is the web page where the smarters pro app is.
iii) Find the link for the .apk android file on the web page that comes up. Do NOT use the Play store link, just the .apk file. Click on that apk file and the app will install (if it does not install, it might be because there is not enough memory on your box/tv. You will need to delete some apps.)
iv) Open the Smarters Pro app and enter the “extreme” playlist name, user and pass and URL provided by your IPTV provider (ours is Anubis). See “IPTV Provider info” section above for the creds.

C) Installing the Smarters Pro App on non-Android devices. Simply go to that device’s app store and download the IPTV Smarters Pro app (only Google Play store has banned the app, other app stores still have it.) Now, on the assumption that the app is running or your android or non android box or tv, just enter the “extreme” playlist name, user and pass and URL provided by your IPTV provider (ours is Anubis). See “IPTV Provider info” section above for the creds.
